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The Greenshoro Center City Plan will define Center City for the next 20 years. Rich
Flierl of The Center said, “The plan will live and breathe within the context of the
notion that downtown defines us." The first step in the process was to under-
stand the spirit of the city. Among our first impressions of Greensboro was one
offered by the plan’s steering committee. They said four words represent the spirit
of Greenshoro: Freedom, Motion, Innovation, and Tradition. These Four Corner-
stones guide the plan from conception to implementation.

As the story unfolds and the city reveals its soul and character to the designers, the
connotations of the Four Cornerstones become ever more clear:
